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KURULUS DONEMINDE OSMANLI VAKIFLARI
Ottoman Foundations in the Establishment Period
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Ozet

Selguklu Devleti topraklar: iizerinde Anadolu'da birgok beylik kurulmustur. Kurulan beyliklerden biri de Osmanl
Beyligi'dir. Bu beylik ge¢miste kalan Tiirk ve Islam mirasi {izerine biiyiik bir medeniyetin ortaya ¢ikmasini saglamistir.
Vakiflar da bu medeniyetin 6nemli bir parcasint olusturmustur. Bagta padisahlar olmak tizere, tist diizey devlet adamlari,
ilim adamlars, varlikli ya da siradan insanlar tarafindan vakiflar olusturulmustur. Aspor¢a Hatun Vakfi, Mekece Vakfi,
Bursa'daki Imaret Vakfi, Gebze Kiilliyesi Vakfi ve Gazi Siileyman Paga Evkifi Osmanli erken déneminde kurulan
vakiflardan bazilaridir. Kurulus dsnemi Osmanli vakiflarinin ¢ok belirgin ozelliklerinden biri vakfiyelerinin Arapga olarak
kaleme alinmis olmasidir. Kurulus déneminde Tiirkge olarak kaleme alinan en 6nemli vakfiye Orhan Gazi'nin Bursa'da
yaptirdigs imaretin M.1360 tarihli vakfiyesidir. Aspor¢a Hatun Vakfiyesi ise ilging bir sekilde Tiirk¢e ve Arapga karigik bir
sekilde kaleme alinmigtir. Tag {izerine yazilmig vakfiyeler de vardir. Kanuni Sultan Stleyman zamaninda M.1553 senesinde

iceriginden iyi istifade edilmek tizere selatin vakfiyelerinin Tirkgeye cevrilmesi emredilerek terciimeleri yapilmistir.
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Abstract
Many beyliks were established in Anatolia on the territory of Seljuk State. Ottoman Beylik was one of those beyliks. This
beylik led to the emergence of a great civilization on the Turkish and Islamic heritage of the past. Waqfs were an

important part of this civilization. Wagqfs were formed especially by sultans, high-ranking statesmen, scientists, wealthy

people or ordinary people. Aspor¢a Hatun Waqf, Mekece Waqf, Imaret Waqf in Bursa, Gebze Social Complex Wagqf and

Gazi Siileyman Pasa Wagqf are some of the waqfs that were established early Ottoman period. One of the most significant
characteristics of the Ottoman wagqfs during the foundation period was that their waqf certificate charters were written in
Arabic. The most important waqf certificate charter, which was written in Turkish during the foundation period, is the
wagqf certificate charter dated 1360 C.E of the imaret in Bursa built by Orhan Gazi. Asporca Hatun Wagf Certificate
Charter was interestingly written in a mix of Turkish and Arabic. There are also waqf certificate charters written on
stone. During the reign of Suleiman the Magnificent, in the year 1553 C.E., sultan's waqf certificate charters were

translated into Turkish by the order of the sultan in order to make good use of the contents.
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
