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COGRAFI KESIFLERDEN SONRA OLUSAN YENIDUNYA DUZENI VE OSMANLI EKONOMI POLITIGI

New World order Created after Geographical Discoveries and The Ottoman Political Economy
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Ozet

Avrupalilar Uzakdogu'ya ulasmak gayesiyle yola ¢ikip Amerika kitasina ayak bastiklarinda kendileri agisindan ne kadar
kiymetli bir kesif yaptiklarinin farkinda bile degillerdi. Ancak ¢ok kisa bir siire sonra Amerika ve Afrika’nin zengin altin
ve glimiis madenlerine el koyarak ekonomik anlamda yeni bir diinya diizenine ge¢isi baslatmiglardir. Madenlere erisim
Avrupali devletlerin tarima bagli ekonomilerini terk edip ticaret ekonomisi olarak isimlendirilen yeni bir ekonomi modeli
tercihini giindeme getirmistir. Bu siirecin sonunda Avrupalt iilkelerde ortaya ¢ikan “merkantilizm” diistincesi, hammadde
kaynagi olarak gériilen tilkelerin sémiirtilmesi faaliyetlerini hizlandirmistir. Merkantilizmin kiymetli maden birikimini
tesvik ederek kapitalizme yol agmasi, diinya Slgeginde ekonomik sistemlerin degisimini giindeme getirmistir. Kapitalizmin
ortaya ¢tkmasi ayni zamanda sanayi inkilabiyla da yakindan ilgilidir. Merkantilist politikay1 benimseyen iilkeler,
hammadde ve pazar arayislariyla Osmanli gibi tilkeleri hedef haline getirirken, Avrupali devletleri de siirekli ayricalik
talebiyle Osmanli Devleti'ne bask: yapmaya itmistir. Bu iliski Osmanli Devleti’ni ekonomi politigini yeniden gézden

gecirmeye sevk ederken; kiiresel 6lgekli gelismeler devletin sonunu getirmistir.
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Abstract

When the Europeans set out to reach the Far East set foot in the continent of America, they were not even aware of
what a valuable discovery they made for themselves. However, after a very short period of time, they seized the control of
rich gold and silver mines of America and Africa and started the transition to a new world order in economic terms.
Access to mines caused European states to leave their economies which were dependent on agriculture and to prefer a
new economy model called trade economy. The idea of “mercantilism” that emerged in European countries at the end of
this process accelerated the activities of exploiting the countries seen as a source of raw materials. The fact that
mercantilism led to capitalism by promoting the accumulation of precious metals brought about the change of economic
systems on a world scale. The emergence of capitalism was also closely associated with the industrial revolution. While
the countries which adopted the mercantilist policy made countries such as the Ottoman Empire a target with their raw
material and market search, they pushed the European states to put pressure on the Ottoman Empire with their constant
demand for privilege. While this relationship prompted the Ottoman Empire to reconsider its political economy, global

scale developments brought the end of the state.
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
